Duration: 6 months to 1 year 

Business Intern Position: 

The successful candidate responsibilities will include:

Enterprises (SME) 

� Assist in the planning and execution of AIDG’s annual business plan competition in Haiti

� Develop training materials for educational workshops 

This is a full-time position with a minimum commitment of 6 months, with preference given to candidates 
available for a longer time period. The position will generally require the applicant to work from 8:30am-
5:00pm Monday-Friday (flexibly). 
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Preferred Qualifications: 

Applicants interested in this internship should possess the following skills: 

� An MBA degree or equivalent background in business administration or international business 
management 

� Strong understanding of models and strategies for social enterprise / micro-enterprise 
development 

� Experience developing business start-up plans

� Must have prior international experience working in developing countries 

� Must demonstrate initiative and ability to work independently with minimal supervision.
